For 47 years, the Virginia Association of Soil and Water
Conservation Districts' Educational Foundation has sponsored a
week-long summer conservation camp for Virginia high school
students on the campus of Virginia Tech.

This year, the program brought together 66 enthusiastic and
interested students from 25 Soil and Water Conservation
Districts (SWCDs) for a week of learning about Virginia’s natural
resources from conservation professionals. Students were led by
13 volunteer counselors from various SWCDs and partner agencies.

Most of the instruction was hands-on and outdoors, including
activities such as shock fishing with the Department of Wildlife
Resources, hiking to the Cascades waterfall, canoeing the New
River, spending a day at the Kentland Farm Research Facilities,
engaging in sensory lab testing at the Food Science Center, and
much more!
